PROGRAM INFORMATION
The honours (Intensive) program is an intensive period of research training and independent research culminating in the production of a research thesis and presentation of a research 
seminar. Students undertake an intensive program of coursework and research in which they conceptualise, plan, organise, undertake and report on an independent research project, whilst 
being supervised by a member of the academic staff. Focussed research projects in the various disciplines will vary on an annual basis.
